Local Waste Services will
take limbs that are bundled
or weeds (flowers) that are
bagged. The size of our
equipment prevents us from
traveling in alleys.

It is important to understand that it is nec-
essary to improve the condition of the
towers and to establish a mechanism to
keep them maintained. This program will
cost $36,114 per year. Which will equate
to an additional cost of 26¢ per thousand
gallons of water. This would, for the aver-
age village user, amount to $1.00 to $1.26
per month.
